Mr. Kaletcher announced that Mr. William SchroedérNisivoccia LLP is in attendance this
evening to address any questions that you mayregeeding the 2014 MCMUA Audit Report.

Mr. Schroeder reported that the MCMUA had a veryrsg financial year once again. A few years
ago we were concerned about the stability of ondfbalance, now we are heading back in the
upward direction. A major re-generator of thatdumalance was the favorable transfer station
contract with JP Mascaro & Sons. In addition, arEBRredit as a result of a prior year over
estimate was also beneficial to the MCMUA'’s botttine in 2014. Increased tonnage at the
transfer stations resulted in an increase in tgppévenues compared to last year. Mr. Schroeder
added that there were no formal comments and reemations for this year. Your internal
controls are adequate and reports received durengdar can be relied upon. There were no major
audit adjustments. MCMUA is in very good shapeankr Druetzler and Fletcher Platt
congratulated Larry Kaletcher.

CORRESPONDENCE

Mr. Schweizer advised the Board that he receivealldrom Elizabeth Schrier, wife of former
Freeholder Jack Schrier, informing him that theyleaving a memorial service for Jack on June
27" at 11 a.m. at the Brookside Community Club.

Mr. Schweizer mentioned two additional pieces aofespondence: (1) Letter regarding lake weed;
the State asked us if the MUA could handle sonthefake weed from Lake Hoptacong and Lake
Musconetcong. On one hand, we would take it taGamp Pulaski facility, but DEP will not

allow us to take that material based on our cupentit. As in the past two years, the State is
allowing us to make an adjustment to our operamessentially we will take in lake weed, set up
a couple windrows on the side and then mix that la&ed with the leaves when they come in in
the Fall. He added that each year we have to wiiéter and ask for their approval to get the
permit approved by the Department.; and (2) Mendwanregarding Service Awards; Mr.
Schweizer mentioned that the County does servieedsiwice a year. Last week they had a
program and they publicly recognized county empdeybat have over 15 years of service. He
mentioned that MUA employees had over 20 years.Ali@nbach, Mike Flora and Bobby Ross

all started on the same day and we hired them €bambers when we purchased the transfer
stations and they have been excellent employeessfoBill Trowbridge and Gary Wagner are
employees we took over from Shade Tree when the Nldk over the composting operation.

Bill has been with the County for 20 years and Gang0 years. Tony Milonas has been with the



County for 30 years. Mr. Schweizer mentioned thistmorning we had a celebration for MUA
employees who have five years of service. Thestbreployees make up three-quarters of our
Accounting Office started on or about the samefidayyears ago and they are Larry Kaletcher,
Sandra Mangrella, Christine Scano. Mr. Schweixgsreled congratulations to the Accounting
Office staff.

Mr. Schweizer discussed the information sent tdBib@rd regarding the deer management
program. He mentioned that the formal report tilsiet been approved yet but he has provided
copies of inserts in the correspondence. The @amkmission is reporting that the program in the
Alamatong Wellfield was extremely successful lasdry predominately due to the fact that they
moved the schedule to start in September. So gddase two full months really helped in the
success rate. He added that no major incidentsrectbut there are four issues that they raised.

The first issue is they want to know if the MUA vt&ito continue having the Park Commission
conduct the deer hunt in the Alamatong Wellfield 8r. Schweizer strongly recommends that we
do. The second and third issues are along the dihthe special conditions that the MUA imposed.
The Park Commission is asking the MUA to reconsmtehibition of hunting on Saturdays in the
Alamatong Wellfield and as you recall last year,feleuncomfortable with that because of the tralil
that runs through the park. He asked if the Béeets compelled to allow hunting on Saturdays
and the Board said they would not make a changéh Mfard to our special rules: we don'’t allow
cross bows, no driving of deer, and you must usanaonly from a tree stand. In speaking with
the field personnel, they are very much in favokedping those special rules in place and the
Board concurred. Lastly, with regard to Camp Rdjdse MUA thought we might want add that
site, but in speaking with the field personnel vain@ there every day, during hunting season that
overlaps with leaf season, and given the layotit@bperation, they are very uncomfortable with
prospect of having hunters in the vicinity of tleenpost operations and the Board concurred.

Mr. Schweizer will inform the Park Commission oétBoard’s decision and mentioned that they
very much appreciate having the Alamatong Wellfieltheir program and they do a very good job
of administering the program.

Regarding Item No. 2 of the correspondence refiwtyallevue Open Space Project, Mr.
Schweizer mentioned at the March meeting the Bapptloved a motion to support the project
subject to restrictive language and the subdivibiging included. He referenced the restrictive
language which was mailed to the Board and Breni&yareviewed that language and made some
changes, a copy of which is in the Board foldeis élrening, using much stronger language to
protect the reservations and restrictions. Mrw&&gber is very satisfied that the restrictions and
language on the subdivision coincides with whatBbard was looking for at the March meeting.

If the Board is in agreement, he plans to pregaéonservation Partnership Agreement, which is
the formal action under which we would take theewotmake our funds available and that would
take place at the July meeting.

Ms. Szwak asked what was changed in the resendatignage. Mr. Carney explained that the
case law on restrictive covenants goes along typidee this; when the landowner is going to

issue a restrictive covenant, it has to benefitéineaining land and it's enforceable by the
landowner and all successors in the title as agdnagrantee. He said what is different abowt thi
is the grantor itself is issuing a restrictive aoet. So the case law is clear that you needve ha
language in the restrictive covenant that indictitasthe grantor is binding the remaining lance H
also added language that runs with the land tleatdlrenants are enforceable not only by the
grantee but by the Morris County M.U.A, the Towmsbi Morris, Trust for Public Land, all
successors and assigns and in the event of ayséide grantor to somebody else, that those
covenants run. He also has a reference to thetbdaedonveyed the land to the grantor because
block and lots change and you don’t want tax bkt lots that eventually become stale so it is
very important to reference the original Book artteTas recorded in the County of Morris.

Mr. Platt said that this language sounds very thgincand Mr. Schweizer said that TPL attorneys
and Morris Township accepted every word. Mr. Saharementioned that going to be approved by
Morris Township as part of the Board of Adjustmergeting at the end of the month and once that
goes through, the MUA will be ready to move on paurt.

ENGINEER'S REPORT:

Mr. Holt reported on the following: (1) Roof RepRiroject - Rebid on three facilitiesWe

worked with D&B Engineers to revise their architeet plans. They are getting back to us in the
next week or so and then we will have a bid adsemtient ready. | would anticipate on successful
bid results to award at the August meeting.; (ZABE8 Upgrades- They are moving along nicely
and you are doing a lot of this work internallyragowith the assistance of PCS. Andrew
complimented the MUA and specifically the Staff ymave running the water system. With the
SCADA investments, your technology is doing whéias to run an effective and efficient water
production and distribution system.; (3) Markew@ound Storage Tanks ProjectWe are ready

to go forward with that project and | am coordingtwith Marilyn in advertising in the paper next
week and will try to get that received and awaraletthe July meeting. We revisited the estimates
and it is probably about a $2.2M project to do [BMG tanks. We are going to entertain the
proposal to rehabilitate one of the tanks on theyior using 100% solids epoxy paint system rather
than the conventional three coat epoxy systemnaatormally specify. We ultimately have the
side-by-side comparison available to us; thosetanks are sister tanks, they operate the same way,
the same water quality and the same conditionstt Would be a great experiment if it doesn’t cost
us a lot to be able to see how they wear overdlke20 plus years and make a determination going
forward as to what products we should be looking aehabilitate tank interiors. We are going to
solicit the pricing, look at the budget and seetwba can afford.

Mr. Druetzler asked what the two products are? Hiit replied that the product they normally
specify and we just did your Randolph Dover Cheltead tank last year is a three coat epoxy.

It's an epoxy paint system and it is applied ireéhiterative coats but it only builds up to a 18 mi
thickness. The 100% solids epoxy paint is a ame-tpplication, the paint process is actually
heated before it is put on and it bonds to thd ate® coats a relatively thick 25 mil, almost daubl
the thickness, and it is applied in one shot. ¥@usaving on time and the tank is dewatered for a
shorter period of time, but in our case we havewltesister tanks, you can have one in service
while the other gets done so that is not our highesrity in terms of rehabilitation, but more
importantly is the longevity, how long will doultlee thickness last. If it is surface prepped and
applied, theoretically it should last longer, sattis the comparison we were thinking of.

Mr. Schweizer asked is it possible that a paintgamy would be interested in giving us a deal in

terms of publishing the results and maybe evesyyears they can go in the tanks and inspect
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them. Mr. Holt commented that we want to periodifdaspect our tanks anyway so if that part of
the exercise over the next 20 years is on themlbehaybe they would pay for that inspection, we
could try talk to them about it.

Mr. Platt commented that it is a public bid andmas suppliers are going to have an opportunity to
submit the prices they choose, they may want te kia& opportunity to supply the material. If they
want it, they will bid low.

Chairman Dour asked if one paint manufacturer db pooducts? Mr. Holt replied no; not all
paint manufacturer’s make both products so weheillimiting the field to find a contractor who is
pre-qualified to apply this 100% solids epoxy. ¢d@ only work with certain paint vendors
because he has to be pre-qualified to apply tlaémt gystem. Mr. Holt mentioned that this is aot
system that we personally specify anywhere. Hevkrtbat a lot of the private water utilities are
going that way because of the time savings andAn&rican uses it almost exclusively on their
tanks now. Chairman Dour asked what is the difieean times? Mr. Holt replied you are
typically down for eight weeks for a complete blast recoat and disinfection to put the tank back
in service; whereas this could probably take ablmee weeks off of that schedule. Mr. Schweizer
commented then you have the weather issues. Mrntémtioned that we would be awarding
hopefully in July and it will be a Fall paintingggram. It gives us some flexibility in the
solicitation and we will see where the prices cameWe don’t have to award on that basis, we can
award on the specified product.

Dr. Nusbaum asked does the DEP or EPA have angmeadon the type of paints, on the system to
consider and faults of each? Mr. Holt replied tdeg't publish any faults; but American Water
Association has published standards that we falloi@rms of specifying the type of paint system;

it is not by brand name but it is by material typ€hree coat epoxy is one of the specified types o
paint systems that we have seen successfully ndbd Northeast because of the conditions we
have with ice formations and things like that. fEhis no other publications from State agencies or
Federal Regulatory agencies that would say thitsi®nly thing you can use. Dr. Nusbaum asked
if they address the one coat thicker paint alsoMndHolt replied yes and the guidance for that as
well. So they approve either and Mr. Holt repled.

(4) Clyde Potts Pump StatienLast we met, there was thereafter a meetingeswed by Southeast
Morris County M.U.A. with N.J. American and Mor@ounty M.U.A. to discuss the point of
delivery among the three systems there at Clydis Ratservoir and the fact that Southeast Morris
County M.U.A. does not have adequate contact tonéheir water under all conditions. Basically
we left that meeting with the point that Southdest to figure out what they are going to do, let us
know and then at that point we can proceed withaoddressing a design concept for the
improvements to the Clyde Potts Pump Station tlegabwn and operate but until this gets sorted
out with Southeast and the State, and if N.J. Acaarhas a role in how to fix that, we want that to
play out before we invest anytime in coming up Wité design concept for the improvements to
the pump station. Mr. Holt said this is on holdilune hear back from them.

(5) Asset Management PlariWork is going on nicely. He has seen now arsgdeliverable from
Jacobs Engineering last week on the condition sss&d. So this is your Asset Management Plan
which will become ultimately the tool we use fardncial forecasting, planning, maintenance
activities. It is going to be a very powerful t@old the lion’s share of the legwork is done alyead
by Jacobs. They are a little beyond what we thotighschedule would be but | don’t have any
reason to press them because | want a thoroughletengpoject. So far so good. We have
reviewed the first technical memorandum and ieiyyxomprehensive on all the assets that you
own and operate and now they are going back iffikingd in the blanks and details on what their
current useful life is, how much longer can we expeit of certain pieces of equipment and |
expect solid recommendations on what we shoulddestng on in our future capital spending
program that will help guide that.

Mr. Platt asked in their scope are they requiratide a presentation to the Board? Mr. Holt
replied yes and there will be a time when it idiaft form and we will ask them to come in and
present it to the Board.

(6) Well 8— He reported that this is a priority to all of usde has the lab data from the Well 8 water
quality that he has provided to filter system vesdmd they are going to come back to me with a
design. My goal is to produce a recommendatigotoso that we have a solution in mind in terms
of the Well 8 blow-off volumes of water, that whmppens is the turbidity is elevated in the well

water at certain times and we can’t beneficially theat water in our system and we end up having
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to put it back to the environment and that is an¢gjtyaof water that we cannot afford to lose and it
is actually the source of why the DEP had concludedre in deficit in terms of our available
water supply. So the sooner we get a solutioraoeafor that, the better we will be. It is a high
priority for me to get back to your with that infioation.

Lastly, Glenn and | went to Trenton last month god did adopt your conditional approval
resolution last month about the Wharton and Sosthdarris interconnection agreement that
had a condition in it that said the DEP shouldgetk to us and rescind their determination that
we were in deficit in terms of available water wavé from all sources including our own
groundwater pumping and purchase amounts. We s@de progress at that meeting and we
were asked at that meeting to provide some datatbabe State about how much Well 8 water
do we lose and how much water did we provide oaraargency basis to Dover after the
Hurricane Sandy. These are some special casethéhState can look at and credit us those
volumes and then re-evaluate and re-look at thebeusn We followed up with the State
yesterday and Steve Pudney commented that hedleafegter for his boss to sign. He expects
that it will satisfactorily address our conditiohtbat resolution and they would no longer find us
in deficit as a result of looking at these specasde volumes of water.

Mr. Carney said there is another condition to thablution which is when that letter is received
it has to be satisfactory to the point where Glsntomfortable in writing the letter and there is
also a 90 day time frame. Mr. Schweizer mentianesttendance at the meeting was a room full
of DEP people, as well as people from Wharton aredt the phone by conference was Laura
Cummings and Howard Woods. Andrew and Howard prtesevery compelling arguments to
the Department and it was clear to me that the st understood what they were hearing
and they were looking for a way where they did@vé to upset their policy to give us what we
were looking for and by virtue of asking Andrew folow-up information on the blow-off and
the special conditions to supply water to Doveensed very telling that they are looking for a
way to remove the deficit status.

Howard Woods and Andrew Holt provided very compellarguments that DEP needs to think
about how they are applying their policies to theMas a wholesaler because they are applying
retail mentality to a wholesaler and it is not ajgavorking. Fred Sickels said we owe the
MCMUA an answer on this. Mr. Schweizer mentioneat they were very aware that until they
can reach a solution, we are going to have to geospecial circumstance evidence to get us
over some of these hurdles. Mr. Schweizer mentidhat it was an excellent meeting and a
letter should be coming within the next week. Molt said he had indications from Steve
Pudney that the letter will contain some conditiand obviously my priority, Well 8, will be
referenced in there.

Immediately following this meeting, Mr. Holt reped that a meeting took place for discussion
of the Scrub Oaks mine well source project. Bdlgithe State said they would entertain an
application for allocation from this new sourcee Mentioned that the State wants to assist if
they can and that the MUA significantly studiedsthack in 2008. The mine storage and peak
use facility concept is not one they are embrabcause there were many comments and
concerns but they felt comfortable if we allow ME&IA 31MG/month or 100 MG/yr. in a year,
that you use over the peak summertime period, wélaerlook a lot of those concerns about
the mine structural stability and other source omus.

Mr. Platt asked did they tell you how they camenui these numbers and Mr. Holt said no.
Mr. Schweizer said that John Scarmozza was workitlgthem on this and mentioned that DEP
was an advocate for us in getting the HighlandsnCibto agree with this in the most deficit
HUC in the region. Mr. Platt asked if we identifieshy this HUC is so negative, what is the
withdrawal in this HUC? Mr. Schweizer replied besa of the Wharton wells and Mr. Holt
added that there is no return of this water to shis-watershed. Mr. Schweizer said the other
good news is no further field testing will be ragai except for a water quality test. Mr. Holt
mentioned that DEP would like us to take more wséenples of the source water in that well to
prove it is good water quality condition and seatwhater treatment would be necessary to
bring it to potable water standards. Mr. Holt walltline what those steps and processes would
be, what those costs would be and also reviewdheapt of 100 MG/yr. and the 31MG/month.
He added that more water is great, but at wha®cés mentioned that one large project could
consume this volume. Mr. Platt commented thabisewen year round. Mr. Holt commented
that it bumps our firm capacity; our ability to mél@ose peak demands. We not up against our
annual limit right now, contractually we are, batual production we are well below those
numbers. Mr. Druetzler said there is a benefitawitng additional water. Mr. Holt does believe
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that we should make progress on this if we haveoperative ear from DEP and Highlands.
We don’t want to be in a position that MUA did rmatvance any options for developing and
exploring new sources.

Chairman Dour asked what the next step would be?Skhweizer replied that Andrew is going
to do an analysis to see what the cost benefitdvbelfor the project and he suggested that we
may want to have a Water Committee meeting bef@eluly meeting. Mr. Holt said he will get
draft findings together for the meeting. Mr. Sciemee mentioned that there will be some
monitoring requirements for the operation of thélwAndrew mentioned that the Highlands
Council was in favor and were willing participaimsseeing this move forward.

Mr. Platt mentioned that we have struggled to bitlaer alternative water supply but if there is
anything else that should considered, we showbtbrigside this to see if there is a more
economical approach. There may not be anythingrapp but this is not a lot of water and
perhaps it can come from other sources.

Mr. Holt mentioned that the pumpage values hadcetypgood jump in May probably due to the
lack of rainfall.

PROJECT STATUS:

Potts reservoir site prior to the point of deliveoyMCMUA. We are awaiting the

A. SCE has reviewed the water quality data obtainech fWell 8 and is working with
pressure filter/treatment manufacturers to identifg appropriately sized filtration
equipment to satisfactorily treat and enable theebeial use of nearly all the Well 8
gallons diverted from the ground. While we hadduobpo have the conclusion of this
study available for this meeting, we are continutogwork through a conceptual
design and will provide our findings under sepecateer once finalized.

GENERAL

1. SYSTEM

A.

In response to the MCMUA Board adopting Resolutidn. 15-30, conditionally
approving the amended agreement between SMCMUAlen&orough of Wharton, the
NJDEP has met with and asked for additional datefMCMUA in order to review the
prior water supply deficit finding issued by NJDEF~ebruary.

At the meeting held at NJDEP on May 11, 2015, stakders from SMCMUA, Wharton,
MCMUA, Highlands, and NJDEP reviewed the conditioapproval and the MCMUA
deficit. After much discussion, NJDEP agreed twisie the methodology used to
evaluate deficit and surplus water availability fdCMUA. Our position is that the
NJDEP is evaluating MCMUA (a wholesaler) similartteat of a retail purveyor, and
inherent in that approach are flaws that negatiafgct our calculation. It appears,
based on the questions they have posed and datasted, that they may be preparing to
make special concessions for the volumes of watstr due to the Well 8 turbidity-
triggered blow-off, and some other minor correcsida reflect emergency supplies sent
to Town of Dover in 2012. If adjusted, it is bekel that the deficit conclusion can be
rescinded, but we are patiently awaiting that deteation. Going forward, it may be
incumbent upon MCMUA to recognize that the NJDEPthodology for evaluating
MCMUA water supply availability is very restrictivand must be regularly monitored,
with requests for special consideration submitteéenmvnecessary.

Also at NJDEP on May 11, 2015, MCMUA, Highlands aNdDEP representatives
revisited the Scrub Oaks Mine water supply proje®tJDEP indicated that they are



prepared to receive and review an allocation peamylication from MCMUA to permit
the Scrub Oaks Mine well as a new source of suggptiie MCMUA allocation amounts,
subject to the following limitations:
1. Allocation increases of 31 MGM and 100 MGY for user the 4-month summer
month time frame (June through September).
2. 1 MGD maximum withdrawal rate. These values atdsenitigate many of the
concerns identified during the 2008 feasibilitydstu
3. Highlands Council would endorse this allocatiorhjeat to an appropriate set of
operating conditions designed to mitigate defigitshe affected sub watersheds,
such as implementation of a water use and consenvaianagement plan.
4. Water quality data will need to be collected andawed.
5. Updated hydrogeologic study and application fovcdtion would be required.
6. Ongoing water level and stream flow monitoring rieggl
D. While the input from NJDEP was welcome in termsdeimonstrating a cooperative
approach to seeking new sources of water for thé&/IM& system, SCE will revisit the
overall cost forecast of such a project and adweethe feasibility of permitting,
designing, constructing, operating and connectimig hew source to our system, before
any recommendations are provided.

SOLID, HAZARDOUS & VEGETATIVE WASTE REPORT :

Mr. Gindoff reported that tonnage was down at thagfer stations in May but we are doing
pretty good for the year. With regard to the roiof submission, we only had one bidder and bid
came in at $150,000 more than what we projecteglesare recommending to reject this bid and
go out for re-bid right away to see if we can géeo firms to bid on this. Mr. Platt asked if
there is any reason why you only got the one Bithere something unique about the project?
Mr. Gindoff replied we asked for a GAF elastomgnioduct and not everyone is qualified to do
that and people say they are busy but he doedievbehere is anything unique about it.
Speaking to the Alaimo Engineers, the roof we aiagyout to bid for is very similar to a lot of
the roofs put on schools.

Transfer Station - Parsippany Air and Solid Waste Fcility Permits — On May 11, 2015, the
NJDEP Air Compliance Bureau forwarded a draft adstiative consent order (ACO) to the
MCMUA for its consideration with respect to the upding the air pollution control (APC)
system at the Parsippany-Transfer Station. The &€@blishes a course of action for the
MCMUA to submit an APC permit and certificate applion to modify the transfer station’s
existing permit/certificate. In addition, the MCMUvould also be submitting a transfer station
solid waste facility permit renewal which would densistent with the APC permit submission
bringing both those permits in harmony with eadieot Since 2009, the transfer station’s 1,380
ton per day (TPD) solid waste facility permit rer@\wasn’t been approved by NJDEP since its
capacity was different than the 1,000 TPD througlatiowed in the transfer station’'s APC
permit. Following through with the terms of propdsACO would update these two permits and
more substantially, would result in the constructamd operation of a new, state-of-the-art APC
system at the transfer station.

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HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE MANAGEMENT

Program Participation and Events- During May 2015, a total of 194 residents andihesses
delivered waste to the permanent household hazandaste (HHW) facility in Mount Olive.

This is up in participation from the previous moottApril 2015, when 159 participants used the
facility and it is slightly down in participatiorompared to May 2014, when 198 participants
used the permanent facility.

On Saturday, May 30, 2015 the MCMUA conducted tret 6f three 2015 one-day household
hazardous waste events. The disposal day took plathe Morris County Public Safety
Training Academy and both HHW and E-waste were @eckfrom participants. The event ran
very smoothly with no issues or lines to reporbath contractors (MXI and MRM) worked hard
to make the day a success and uneventful. Theme avtotal of 846 participating vehicles, of
which 533 had HHW only, 198 had HHW and E-waste Bl had E-Waste only. The 731
vehicles processed through the HHW area were d¥i¥iecontract rate of $36.13/vehicle and in
total will cost $26,411.03 for the entire eventn e other hand, the MCMUA'’s E-waste
contractor, MRM, provides electronics recycling floe MCMUA programs at no cost to the
MCMUA or participants. The next one-day event Wil on September 12, 2015, also at the
Public Safety Training Academy. The final daylod tyear will be at the Jefferson Township
DPW on October 18, 2015.

Renewal of Contracts for HHW Programs- In May 2014, the MCMUA awarded a one-year
contract to Manufacturers Recycling Management GonpL.L.C. (MRM) for the recycling of
E-Waste the MCMUA collects at its permanent HHWIfgcas well as providing for the
management of E-Waste accepted in bulk at the MCMWAe-day HHW events. This contract
allowed for two optional one-year extensions teekercised by the MCMUA at its discretion,
and as the MCMUA has been satisfied with the ses/provided by MRM under the contract,
the MCMUA is recommending awarding the first of teyational one-year extensions for this E-

The other thing that is sim#athe amount of food waste, so if you are a
generator that is doing a ton a week or two tongeak, you are considered a large quantity
generator and you would be the first to send tofdmlity. The N.J. Bill is modeled on the other
States. She mentioned that New Jersey does net drav facilities except one in Andover in
Sussex County so a lot of Morris County falls witlthe 35 mile travel distance to get to that
facility. While this is a good bill, Ms. Hourihanentioned that we want to submit some comments
on it.

Spencer and to local members of the Assembly. [iHibas the potential to affect the County’s
Morris View Healthcare Facility, since it is locdtevithin 35 miles of the only food waste

facility in New Jersey, Ag Choice, located in AngoyNJ. The bill statement reads:

Assembly Bill A-4397 Statement

This bill would require large volume generatordadd waste to send their waste for disposal to
an approved recycling center, or recycle food wasiag an alternative method, provided that
within 35 road miles of the large food waste getwgrdhere is an approved recycling center, or a
facility that uses an alternative authorized reogcinethod, and the recycling center or facility
agrees to accept the generator's food waste. Tihedunild authorize a large food waste generator
to apply to the Department of Environmental Protec{DEP) for a waiver from the recycling
requirement if the disposal fee for noncontractdsaiaste disposal is less than the fee charged to
recycle the food waste. The bill also allows adafgod waste generator to send food waste for
disposal if there is no facility within 35 road esl authorized and willing to accept the
generator's food waste for recycling. The bill reggi large food waste generators to maintain
and send written quarterly reports of the amourgotii waste generated and the amount of food
waste sent for recycling or recycled onsite, tolEd® and the appropriate county and municipal
recycling coordinators.

The bill provides for a local economic benefit paghto any municipality that hosts a facility
approved to accept food waste. Further, the bilildishes in the DEP a Food Waste Recycling
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Market Development Council that is required withBimonths of the effective date of the bill to
report on existing markets for products and en@rggluced from food recycling, the feasibility
of providing preferences for products or energydpied from food recycling in the State
procurement process, and how to stimulate the ospublic projects of compost or soll
amendments derived from food recycling. The counisil also required to provide
recommendations on changes needed to State lal@s,auregulations to stimulate the market
for products or energy produced from food recycling

Finally, the bill requires every State departmentagency that engages in landscaping or
construction activities on State land, or for Statejects or facilities, to use, where technically
feasible, environmentally sound, and competitivelyced, compost, mulch, or other soil
amendments produced from municipal solid wasted fwaste, sludge, yard waste, clean wood
waste, or other organic materials.
